Important: Your Kolpin Windshield Back Panel Kit is exclusively designed for your vehicle. Please read the installation instructions
thoroughly before beginning. Installation is easier if the vehicle is clean and free of debris. For your safety, and to ensure a
satisfactory installation, perform all installation steps correctly in the sequence shown. For better cab assembly procedure, install kit
in the following order: Front window, rear window, and roof. Keep hands clean and free of grease and dirt when handling glass and
plastic products.

Installation Instructions:

1. Shift vehicle transmission into PARK. Turn key to OFF
position and remove from vehicle.

2. Carefully remove the Windshield panel from the box and
place on a clean flat surface that won’t scratch the wind-
shield. We recommend leaving the protective film on both
sides of the Windshield panel during assembly and only
partially peeling it back in locations where mounting
components are attached.

3. On the bottom edge, peel back ~2 inches of protective
film from the inside and outside surfaces. Press the
longer thin foam gasket seal (item #4) into position along
the bottom inside edge as shown. (See illustrations 1-1,

1-3 and 1-4.) Note: If needed, cut the end to length

using shears or a scissors.

4. On the top edge, peel back ~2 inches of protective film
from the inside and outside surfaces. Press the shorter
thin foam gasket seal (item #3) into position along the top
outside edge as shown. (See illustrations 1-2 and 1-4.)
Note: If needed, cut the end to length using shears or
a scissors.

5. On the side edges, peel back ~2 inches of protective film Outside surface
from the inside and outside surfaces. Press the thick
foam gasket seals (item #5) into position along the side
inside edges as shown. (See illustrations 1-3 and 1-4.)
Note: If needed, cut the end to length using shears or
a scissors.

Place the steel panel brackets (item #2)
into the approximate locations indicated
on the rear cab frame of the vehicle
without hardware as shown. Make sure
the clamps are orientated as shown.
(See illustration 1-5). Note: Some
components are hidden for clarity.

Remove the protective film completely
and place rear windshield panel (item
#1) onto rear cab frame. Insert the top
edge of the panel beneath the upper
rear cab frame support. While keeping
upper edge of panel on forward side of
ROPS cross member, tilt lower edge of
panel forward. Place lower edge holes
onto bracket studs and adjust the panel
to the most centered position. Install
windshield to the brackets (item #2)
using the M6 locknuts (item #6) as
shown. (See illustrations 1-6 and 1-7).
Note: Some items are hidden for
clarity.

Tighten hardware to specification.

9. Re-inspect hardware before
and after riding or trailering.

Windshield Cleaning Information:
e Remove all dirt, mud, dust and debris from Windshield with water before cleaning.

e Use a mild soap or dishwashing detergent along with a soft sponge or soft cotton cloth to clean Windshield surface. Do not
apply in direct sunlight. Rinse with water immediately and dry with a soft cotton cloth or chamois.

e Always test cleaning agents in a small inconspicuous area prior to cleaning entire panel.
e Never use Windshield cleaning fluids (409, Windex, etc.), gasoline, high alkaline cleaners, or solvents.
